You can use 
the envelopes anonymously, or if you want 
your contribution recorded, please write your 
name on the first envelope ort two thqt you 
leave in the chapel and we will record your 
name separately. We will record the amount 

received from each envelope whether by its 
number whether it is anonymous or not, so you 
can always check what you have given by 
showing us your number. If you are a tax payer, 
we can claim the tax back of your contribution 
if it is over €250 for the year, (€5 per week). You 
need to fill in a separate form for this to take 
place. We can claim tax back of your previous 

four years of contribution if you have recorded 
it as yours.
